New European Energy Saving Project for Hotels to be Launched at WTM

A major collaborative project designed to analyse energy management, increase energy efficiency and stimulate the usage of renewable energy in hotels across 27 European Union states will be launched at this year’s World Responsible Tourism Day in London. 
Throughout its development stages, the Climate Solutions project will analyse energy management in over 1,000 hotels and will implement practical measures in more than 100 hotels in 4 pilot destinations. The toolkit will be disseminated during 2009-2010 and through its implementation aims to achieve 20% increased energy efficiency and a 10% increase in renewable energy use in over 8,000 hotels.
All hotels, hotel associations, national tourism bodies, destination authorities, tour operators and suppliers and manufacturers of energy efficiency and renewable energy are encouraged to attend the launch and hear about the opportunities and benefits of being involved in this ground-breaking initiative.
The official launch takes place during the event ‘Tourism Climate Change Solutions: Improving Sustainability and Competitiveness’ on World Responsible Tourism Day 12 November, from 15.30 to 17.00 at World Travel Market London, North Gallery Rooms 6&7.
